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Topic:
Rev Corp is a young New Hampshire startup that produces a line of high energy health food and beverages that they market to local health food stores and super markets. Their product line consists of RevHiProtein Bars and RevHiEnergy Sports Drinks

Rev’s sales are exploding and they have recently expanded into Vermont. Much of their accounting is still done on spreadsheets and by hand. Maria Gomez, accounts payable manager for Rev Corp, feels the need to automate is now. She wants to integrate and automate purchase order entry, invoice entry, vendor payments and all data tables necessary to support the system.

Mrs. Gomez has requested the system provide the following mandatory functionality:

· Purchase order entry with full edit capabilities and search

· PO’s are issued for supplies and material needed to manufacture the Rev product line

· Only one vendor may appear on a  PO

· Each PO can have multiple line items.

·  A line item consists of a purchased item

· Invoice entry with full edit capabilities and search

· Invoices are received from Vendors for Purchases made by Rev Corp. which in turn must be recorded in the new system

· Each invoice can have multiple line items

· Invoice line items must be pulled from existing Purchase Order line items that correspond to the invoice sent by the vendor

· Check issuance

· Checks will be issued from existing invoices based on the due date of payment

· The checks will be sheet printed on a laser printer.  The “sheets” consist of partially preprinted checks that have only a check number,  bank/routing information and a perforated line

· A check stub must be printed with the check on the same sheet separated by the perforated line

· Monthly reporting 

· Check register

· Open invoices

· Open purchase orders

· Internal Application Security

· Only employees designated as “buyer” may access Purchase Order Entry

· Only employees from the accounts payable department may print reports

· Only Mrs. Gomez is permitted to print checks

· Mrs. Gomez is permitted all rights

Since Rev Corp has been keeping their books on a spreadsheet, they have no database tables established. Gomez would like to import some Vendor Master information from the current spreadsheets to the new system data tables. She would like an option to output the Check Register report to a spreadsheet Gomez is also very open to suggestions on reporting, internal application security additional tables and other functionality that would facilitate Accounts Payable operations.

Frank DeAngelo, owner, wants the system to be integrated and scalable since sales are increasing. He is also requesting a robust backend with a front end and report writer that provides maximum flexibility and power: “no mom and pop stuff for Rev Corp.” 

He has also requested the development team contact Mr. Fellini in Accounts Receivable to see if he has commenced with automating A/R and Sales. If so, A/R and A/P should be written with software that can fully integrate in the future. 
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
